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Trial Procedure Flow Chart 

 

 

Honor Council consents on a “suspicion of violation” and decides to 

send the matter to an academic or social trial.  

A jury is formed. It is composed of: 

 - 5 Honor Council members (including the Chair or his/her designee) 

 - 5 Community members (chosen at random) 

Three of the jury members must identify themselves as students of color. At least four 

of the jurors must identify as female and at least four must identify as male.   

The jury convenes. The trial chair meets with the confronted and confronting parties to 

inform them of trial procedure and their expected roles in the process.  

The trial enters Fact-Finding portion, where jury 

members talk to the confronted and confronting 

parties to establish the facts of the case. On the 

basis of the Fact-Finding portion of the trail, the 

jury may reach consensus on a Statement of 

Violation. 

If the jury does not reach consensus on a Statement of 

Violation, the trial ends and an abstract is published. 

If the jury reaches consensus on a Statement of Violation, 

the trial proceeds with the Circumstantial portion and 

resolutions are formed.
